Background: Since 2022, DCNR has completed on-site testing, preliminary site studies,
public outreach, stakeholder engagement, and successful grant applications. The
project began under a progressive design-build contract!, through which the County
received a project validation report (Phase 1). In part due to the cost of proceeding
under the progressive design-build delivery method, DCNR did not move forward into
Phase 2 of the contract and determined that the design-bid-build delivery method was
the most appropriate approach for this project. Graham Baba Architects, PLLC was
selected through RFQ 25-0551JM for design and engineering services. The design work
and reports from the validation phase will be utilized during this phase of the project.
Following the design development phase, an amendment is anticipated to complete
detailed design, engineering, and permitting. Future amendments are also expected to
include final design and construction administration.
