TRIBAL LAND ACKNOWLEDGEMENT

We acknowledge the original inhabitants of this place, the Sah ku

mehu (Sauk-Suiattle Tribe), the stulagwabs (Stillaguamish Tribe), and the
sduhubs (Snohomish) Skykomish, Snoqualmie and their successors the
Tulalip Tribes. Since time immemorial, they have hunted, fished, gathered
on, and taken care of these lands and waters. We respect their
sovereignty, their right to self-determination and honor their sacred spiritual
connection with the land and water. We will strive to be honest about our
past mistakes and bring about a future that includes their people, stories,
and voices to form a more just and equitable society.

With this tribal acknowledgement, we open our time together by honoring
the ancestors whose feet first knew these lands, and whose paddles still
know the waters of what we now call Snohomish County.
